It has been a very busy year for our St. Vincent de

Paul Society. As many of you know, our primary
mission is to provide immediate assistance to individu-
als and families who are in a short-term financial crises.
Our society is designed to exclusively serve zip code

parish office, our most requested needs are for food,

prescription drugs, utility assistance, furniture and

clothing. We typically provide grocery gift cards and
vouchers which can be redeemed at St. Vincent de Paul
stores. In addition, we are able to refer people to our
Bank Street free pharmacy. We also work closely with
Duke Energy to help our clients manage their delin-
guent utility accounts. Overall, our goal is to focus on
stabilizing a very difficult client situation and to provide
assurance and comfort that someone is there to help.
In addition, we distribute communion weekly to
Catholic residents at four local area nursing homes.
Other activities include a monthly visit to Busken Bak-
ery to pack up unsold bakery goods to distribute to the
poor through our Bank Street food pantry. It is amazing
how much this small service seems to be appreciated.
In November , we will be conducting our Annual

Winter Coat Drive. Last year, we were able to deliver

about 150 quality used coats to our Bank Street head-
guarters. We want to thank all of our Christ the King
families who contributed so generously to this project.

None of this would be possible without the kind
generosity and prayers of the Christ the King parish
family. A special thanks to Fr. Bob, who allows us to
keep the entire proceeds from the Thanksgiving Day
collection. Besides this major source of revenue, we will
host a Pancake Breakfast on Sunday, November 15.
